The
application must be completed in full. Incomplete applications will not be considered.

2. To ensure fairness in the selection of scholarship recipients, a diverse committee is selected to
carefully review and evaluate each completed scholarship application.

3. Upon selection, the scholarship recipient will be notified in writing by mail. The scholarship
award will be presented to the recipient on Graduation Day Ceremony.
